Discover the rich heritage of the county by visiting a library,
museum or archive or going online. It may be the starting point for
inspiration and encouragement for you to go further with your own
learning and research. All libraries have a collection of books and
other material on the surrounding area and some have
designated Local History Centres.

Local History Centres

You can experience and understand the past of your family and
community through the presentation and special display of library,
archive and museum material, including a wealth of printed and
copied archival resources. Not all centres have the same range of
material but many of the following are available:

local and family history books

commercial directories

Census returns 1841- 1901 and indexes

subject and parish packs

parish registers, other parish records, monumental
inscriptions and nonconformist registers

maps and plans

catalogues to sources held elsewhere

periodicals, including local and national family history and
local history publications

photographic and print collections

school records

Electoral Registers

Borough and local authority records.

Online resources

All libraries have computers for public use free of charge. You can
use the power of the internet to find out about places, people and
buildings and to assist in researching family history. A major tool
is the Ancestry website which is available free of charge in all
libraries through a Shropshire Libraries subscription.
