Educator advises of proper behaviour around horses. No crowding, cornering, sudden noises or movement, particularly around horse’s rear.

Children allowed to meet horse only in open space where they can move back quickly and easily If necessary. No meetings in confined areas, e.g. the stable.  

Horse to be supervised by the waggoner or stockperson, children to be supervised by a member of school staff, advised by waggoner or stockperson. Educator to supervise the remaining group with other members of school staff.
Group kept at safe distance from horse, and allowed to approach only in small quiet groups.

Proper behaviour reminder to be issued once, and thereafter child will be asked to move away for safety’s sake.
